CPS makes a powerful case for Linux with Microsoft by eliminating the need to license Linux Guests deployed with Hyper-V and by including System Center for managing Linux workloads.

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What is the Cloud Platform Suite?
The Microsoft Cloud Platform Suite (CPS) is a new licensing offer available for Service Providers in the SPLA channel.

What are "host" and "guest"?
A Host is a physical server and a Guest is an operating system that runs on top of the host's operating system.

How is CPS licensed?

CPS is licensed in a "host+guest" model. A customer purchases a Microsoft CPS license for the hardware to create the host
fabric in which virtual machine (VM) instances can run. This is considered the "host" license. The customer then purchases
individual CPS "guest" licenses for each of the VMs that it wants to run.

Note: For Linux VMs, the guest license cost is zero.

CPS includes two SKUs:

« The Host SKU Includes Windows Server 2012 R2, System Center 2012 R2, and Windows Azure Pack, plus hosting
capabilities and rights to manage all guests.

« The Guest SKU includes Windows Server 2012 R2 guest capabilities. Partners will also have access to Service Templates for
guidance on how to build a CPS host fabric on their own hardware.

A customer must license the highest number of VMs that it runs in a given month.

Can I run Cloud Platform guests on a hypervisor other than a CPS running Windows Server 2012 R2 and

System Center 2012 R2?

No. CPS guest licenses can only be run on a licensed CPS host running Windows Server 2012 R2 and System Center 2012 R2
(or future versions).

Can | move my CPS guests from my on-premises CPS host to another Hoster's CPS host?
Yes, you can move CPS guest licenses to any Microsoft Cloud Platform host, even if the new host is located in a third-party
hosted environment.

How do I get the bits for the Cloud Platform Suite?
The bits for Windows Server 2012 R2, System Center 2012 R2, and Windows Azure Pack are available on the Volume License
Service Center (VLSC).

When will CPS be on the Services Provider License Agreement (SPLA) price list?
CPS is currently available on the SPLA pricelist.

What is the difference between the CPS and the Microsoft Core Infrastructure Suite?

There are two important differences between CPS and the Core Infrastructure Suite:

- They have different licensing models. Only CPS uses the "host+guest" licensing model.

- Both are ideal for highly virtualized servers, but while the Core Infrastructure Suite is ideal for managing a homogeneous
environment of Windows Server workloads, CPS enables customers to manage a heterogeneous environment running
multiple server operating systems.
